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Abstract

This study of the Potential of Sam Sib Hong Community of the Ancient Chinese in Muang
District, Buriram Province is a mixed method research with the objectives of 1) study a history and
general information of Sam Sib Hong Community of the Ancient Chinese in Muang District, Buriram
Province 2) to analyzed the tourism potential of Sam Sib Hong Community of the Ancient Chinese in
Muang District, Buriram Province. The research area consists of Niwat Rd., Thani Rd., Samatthakan Rd.,
Romburi Rd., and Sunthornthep Rd. in Muang District, Buriram Province. The result of the study found

that majority of tourist were female, age between 20 — 30 years old, single status, self-employed,
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income per month around 10,001 - 20,000 bath, with bachelor degree. The overall opinions of tourist

on the tourism potential of Sam Sib Hong Community are at the high level; Attraction (x = 4.00),
Accessibility (x = 3.84), Amenities (x = 3.83), Activities (x = 4.02), and Awareness) (x = 3.72). From the

result of the study, Sam Sib Hong Community should cooperate with stakeholders and public sectors

to recover the Chinese architectural style within the community and also improve the surrounding

to be beautiful. The quantity of local buses and rental car should be increase, together with the

number of restroom that provided to tourists. Furthermore, there should be additional channels to

communicate with tourist on the internet or social network for easy searching of the community’s

information and promote tourism in Sam Sib Hong Community.
